Based on this law, when you graduate from high
school and continue your college education, DCCCD or any other Texas public institution of higher education may not permit a student
to drop more than six courses during their entire undergraduate program. All courses dropped after the official drop and add period for
the course are included in the six-course limit, including courses dropped at another Texas public institution of higher education, unless
it qualifies as an exception. | understand the ramifications of Section 51.907 of the Texas Education Code upon my dropping courses.

| understand that | should take care when selecting additional courses to be transferred toward a Baccalaureate degree. House Bill
1172 allows an institution to charge the equivalent of out of state tuition for credit hours taken beyond the state limits which are: 1.) For
students entering public Texas institutions fall 1999-summer 2006 who attempt 45 hours beyond what is required for Baccalaureate
degree (120 hours). 2.) For students entering fall 2006 and thereafter who attempt 30 hours beyond the hours required for a
Baccalaureate degree. It is recommended that students take minimal hours beyond degree requirements to avoid possible higher
tuition charges at the institution to which they are transferring.
